Wacld public opinion, hewever, has net reacted faverably o
the purges, and the scapegoating of Jews has also begun
to hure the Soviet image. These considerations are important
o the EKremlin, and it has res ded wich prnl:;in:d. cone
cessions that may improve the lot of Soviet Jewry. While
the concessions are superficial, and perhaps constiuee
“window deessing,'' they provide hope thae the Kremlin 1s
not totally imflexible and may rake public opinion into
mcoount.

Another hopefal sign of the Kremlin's responsiveness is
its arack on economic and agriculmural difficulties through
what have been termed “capitalistic methods.'" In October,
the parey officially adopted & system of economic planning
hased on market considerations such as ""profits'" and com-
sumer demand. [f this new system 15 successful, it may
reduce economic pressures and resultant black markers and
bribery networks. Sovier Jews, having been unfairly blamed
and prosecuted for these failuges, will be Eu}riug for the
success of the new medhods. However, this new system
:l:qu:'.re: the re-maki of much of the Sowiet mm;;:n'j.l
system, with untold new demands for initiative and flexibilicy
placed even o lowee-level managers. The fact thae the
Soviet government iz willing to undertake such draseic
reform, however, provides the hopeful note. On the othes
bhand, pressures from neo-Stalinist groups and the frustration
of de-bugging a mew system will provide strong temptation
to retum to the use of scapegoats.

American Jewish congregations, community centers, and
fraternal organizations can express solidaricy with our
suffering brethemn in the Sovier Union by erecting similar
plagues. In addition, such actions would serve to direct
attention of the community to the problem. [t is hoped that
ane of the national Jewish crganizations will soon coordinare
such a peoject, sertd a dave around which planning and
publicity may be dtﬁnp:d. . .

It iz easy to estimate the impace of such writing in
Byelorussia where popular anti-semitism has a frighe-
ful history and is seill endemic. We may imagine the
fear such an official pronouncement must be creating
in the Jewish community of Minsk,

2 In July, 1965 Pravda camied an unprecedented story
which was in effect a manbunt for 3 "profiteers’ who
allegedly embezzled money from a knit goods factory.
All theee were clearly Jewish, and so described in
stereotyped terms. The article carried pictures of the
"wanted criminals" and anti-semitic inouendocs.

Comment:

Soviet experts vell us that pot even the most exireme
ciiminals are sought in this manner in the pages of
Pravda, and chat soch publication of pictures of
wanted persons is wirtaally enbeard of. Calling on
the public at lagge vo be ""on the lookour®' for Jewish
swindlers appears calculated to inflame popular angi-
semitic feelings.

TO SUM UP . ..
